Chapter 176 of the Texas Local Government code requires
that any vendor or person conducting business or wishing to conduct business with a county complete the questionnaire. It
must be filed with the Cooke County Clerk. It is a Class C misdemeanor offense if a person violates Section 176.006, Local
Government Code.

3. It is understood that Cooke County, Texas reserves the right to accept or reject any and/or all Bids for any or all products
and/or services covered in an Invitation for Bid and to waive informalities or defects in submittals or to accept such submittals
as it shall deem to be in the best interest of Cooke County.
